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Some about the 123 students hailing
from socio-economically disadvantaged groups (SEDGs), who
received their respective degrees

44 students (22 boys & 22 girls) received their
Master's degrees and 79 students (22 boys & 57 girls)
received their Bachelor's degrees.

These students from rural underserved geographies
joined our schools at the higher primary level. They
have successfully traversed their educational journey
of the last 9-12 years with us, and become fully
empowered citizens through the gift of quality, values-
based School & University Education.

64% of the students who received their degrees are
Girls (79 students) and the remaining 36% of them are
boys (44 students). A Girls:Boys ratio of 1.8:1 for rural
girls graduating / post-graduating in our University,
demonstrating our focus on "Girl Child Education and
Women’'s Empowerment through Higher Education".

66% of the students who received their degrees are
from Below Poverty Line (BPL) families.

49% of them are First Generation Literates

Of the 123 students - graduates & post graduates,
121 students concluded their Bachelor's & Master's
programs with Grade "Excellent" and a commendable
average CGPA of 9.42/10, while two students secured
Grade "Good" and a fine average CGPA of 7.40/10

17 students received gold medals for topping in their
respective streams of study, 11 of whom are Girls and
the remaining 6 are Boys.

All 44 post-graduate students are already employed,
while most of the graduates have taken up a 1-year
paid internship across our 24 school campuses, before
they pursue their post-graduation, also with stipend.
Less than 5% of the students have chosen not to pursue
their post-graduation studies after completing their
Bachelor’s programs.

Our hearty congratulations and best wishes to the students who successfully completed
their graduation and postgraduation, to become fully empowered and selfless contributing
citizens & leaders of tomorrow. We convey our heartfelt gratitude to all our patrons and
CSR partners whose unstinting support made this possible.
